Location of the Institute

National Institute of Technology Calicut (NITC) is located in a campus near Chathamangalam, about 22 km North
East of Calicut City in Kerala State. The Campus extends for a length of about 1.5 km along the Kunnamangalam
— Mukkam Road and covers an area of approximately 120 hectares in a picturesque landscape at the foothills of
the Western Ghats. The Institute is connected with Calicut City by Private buses starting from Corporation Bus
Station, Palayam (near Calicut Railway Station) and KSRTC buses starting from KSRTC Bus Stand. The nearest
airport is at Karipur near Calicut, which is 35 km from the Institute.
